MINUTES

April 11, 2023
The regular meeting of the White Township Planning Board was held on Tuesday, April 11, 2023, at the Township Municipal Building and via Zoom. Present were: Timothy Matthews, Chanda Collom via Zoom (7:27pm), Michael Grossmann, Robert Mackey, Anne Skoog via Zoom, Nevitt Duveneck, Joan Schnieber via Zoom, Richard Nieuwenhuis, David Pritchard via Zoom, and Drew Kiszonak. Board Member Absent: Joseph Phillips. Also present:  Board Attorney Tara St. Angelo and IT Consultant Chris Opalenik via Zoom.
CALL TO ORDER: 

   Chairman Matthews called the meeting to order at 7:10 p.m. He stated that the meeting is being held in accordance with the “Open Public Meetings Act”, with adequate notice to the appropriate newspapers and posting on the Township bulletin board and Township Website.

OPEN TO THE PUBLIC:
   Mr. Matthews opened the meeting to the public for non-agenda items. With there being no public comment, the meeting was closed to the public.
MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING:

   The minutes of the Regular Meeting of March 14, 2023 were distributed to all the Board Members prior to the meeting. 

   Mr. Nieuwenhuis made the motion to approve the minutes. Motion seconded by Mr. Mackey. In a voice vote, all were in favor.

   #805 Timothy Matthews, Block 16, Lots 12 & 24 Completeness/ Hearing
   Ms. St Angelo stated the application is being carried to the May 9, 2023 meeting, without further public notice. 
OLD BUSINESS: 
   #790 Jaindl Land Company, Block 7, Lot 16 (Phase 1 Site Plan) 

   #792 Jaindl Land Company, Block 7, Lots 3, 4, 5, 11 & 14 (Phase 2 Site Plan)

   #791 Jaindl Land Company, Block 7, Lots 3, 4, 5, 11 & 14 (Phase 2 Subdivision) 

   Anthony Sposaro, Esq. was present on behalf of the Applicant. Mr. Sposaro stated that he understands that the Board has implemented a new policy regarding giving notice (the Thursday before the upcoming meeting) if an Applicant is not able to attend the meeting. He said that they will follow the new policy, with the understanding, that extraordinary circumstances sometimes arise.  
   Mr. Sposaro asked that the discussion on the Deed of Easement be deferred until the Board receives the information that they requested from the Farm Bureau.  He discussed Mr. Holt's report dated March 9, 2023, regarding the discussion with the County Representatives and Mr. Matthews's concerns regarding alternate road access. Mr. Matthews clarified that the meeting was with the Warren County Engineer and Planner. Mr. Sposaro stated that the Warren County Commissioners passed a Resolution stating that they will not convey any property for warehouse development, making Foul Rift Road improvements not possible.  He continued to state that the County has insisted that there be a deceleration lane and that the center line of the road not be altered. He stated that the County recommended moving the access road further south past the Bell Pike Bowling Alley and making the access road cross over Buckhorn Creek. He said that the DEP regulations states that to cross a creek, they require an Alternative Access Analysis, and that the Applicant doesn’t have alternative access to the site. Mr. Sposaro stated they are considering putting the intersection and traffic light directly in front of the driveway to the Red Wolf Inn. He asked for feedback from the Board on the road either going directly to the site, the road connecting back to Foul Rift Road, or the intersection going in front of the Red Wolf Inn. Discussion ensued. Board Members asked if the Applicant could move the road improvements onto the Applicant’s property along Route 519.  Mr. Sposaro stated the County will not allow them to move the center line, otherwise they would use their property for the improvements.  Discussion continued.  Mr. Sposaro stated that at the next meeting, an Expert with a concept plan for the roadway going directly to the site, will be present to answer any questions from the Board and public. 
   Ms. Schnieber stated she went to visit the site, she observed possible sinkholes and commented on the amount of cut and fill will be required. Mr. Sposaro, stated for the record, that Ms. Schnieber is not an expert.  Ms. St Angelo recommended that she forward her pictures to the Board's Consultant Ira Sasowsky. 
Mr. Sposaro granted the Board an extension to May 31, 2023.
