July 11, 2023
The regular meeting of the White Township Planning Board was held on Tuesday, July 11, 2023, at the White Township Elementary School Cafeteria. CALL TO ORDER:  
    Acting Chairman Nieuwenhuis called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. He stated that the meeting is being held in accordance with the “Open Public Meetings Act”, with adequate notice to the appropriate newspapers and posting on the Township bulletin board and Township Website.

   Many members of the public questioned Land Use Law procedures.   
   With there being no further public comment, the meeting was closed to the public.

   Ms. Skoog made the motion to approve the minutes. Motion seconded by Mr. Duveneck. In a voice vote, all were in favor.

   Mr. Kiszonak made a motion to recommend the updated Fee Schedule, as amended this evening, to the Township Committee.  Motion seconded by Ms. Schnieber. In a voice vote, all were in favor.

    Mr. Matthews gave a summary of the application. Mr. Sterbenz summarized the proposed lot line adjustment stating there is no construction proposed and no change to access of the lots.  Mr. Duveneck questioned the revision dates on the plan, and he asked that the dates be corrected. Ms. St Angelo stated she can make that it a condition of an approval. Mr. Duveneck went on to ask the Applicant questions regarding the plans and he stated the corrections that need to be made. He requested that the Applicant to provide a letter from EDG that certifies that there are no wetlands. Ms. Skoog noted that Checklist #32 needed to be added to the waiver list. Ms. St Angelo reviewed the waivers and the possible conditions of an approval. 
   Mr. Duveneck made the motion approving the application with the conditions stated. Motion seconded by Ms. Skoog. Roll call vote, all were in favor.
