   Attorney St. Angelo administered the oath of office to Dennis Smith.
REORGANIZATION: 

   Election of Chairman
   Attorney St. Angelo called for nominations for Chairman. Mr. Shade made the motion to nominate Paul Mourry for Chairman.  Motion seconded by Mr. Smith.  With there being no other nominations, the nominations were closed.  In a roll call vote, all were in favor of the nomination of Mr. Mourry as Chairman. 
   Election of Vice Chairman
   Mr. Mourry made the motion to nominate Jack Shade as the Vice Chairman.  Motion seconded by Mr. Smith. With there being no other nominations, the nominations were closed.   In a roll call vote, all were in favor of the nomination of Mr. Shade as Vice Chairman.
    Appointment of Board Professionals
   Mr. Shade made the motion to appoint Tara St. Angelo as the Board Attorney and Paul Sterbenz, as the Board Engineer/Planner.  Motion seconded by Mr. Weidlick. In a roll call vote, all were in favor. 
   Appointment of Board Secretary
   Mr. Shade made the motion to appoint Brielle Whitmore as the Board Secretary.  Motion seconded by Mr. Weidlick.  In a roll call vote, all were in favor. 
   Designation of Meeting Date, Time, and Place/Designation of Official Newspapers
   Mr. Mourry made the motion to designate the meeting dates as the third Thursday of the Month, at 7:00 p.m., at the White Township Municipal Building, 555 CR 519, Belvidere, N.J. unless otherwise noted, and the designation of the Official Newspapers (Star Ledger and Express Times NJ Zone edition), same as the governing body.   Motion seconded by Mr. Shade.   In a roll call vote, all were in favor.
NEW BUSINESS:

Ms. St. Angelo stated the Applicant was required to advertise as per the Township Ordinance for an interpretation hearing and further documentation is needed prior to the Board hearing their request. Mr. Sterbenz stated the Applicant is requesting to rent a portion of his property to a trucking business to store/park equipment on the property. He went on to state the zoning for that property does not allow trucking/outside storage and he felt it would be considered two principal uses on the same property as per the Township Ordinance. Ms. St Angelo stated the Applicant is asking for an interpretation of the Township Ordinance and was advised to also file a Use Variance in the event the Board does not approve the Applicant’s original request.  Mr. Sterbenz advised the Applicant to go to Warren County Agriculture Board if they believed use was considered a Right to Farm. The Applicant informed Mr. Sterbenz the Warren County Agriculture Board stated because the Applicant ‘s property was not farmland preserved, the Warren County Agriculture Board does not have jurisdiction over the decision.  Ms. St Angelo stated she would like more information on the discussion with the Applicant and the Agriculture Board.
