   Election of Chairman

   Board Engineer Sterbenz reviewed his completeness report dated April 14, 2023. He suggested that an amendment to the application be submitted to request a Certificate of Non-Conforming Use.  He continued to summarize the application; however, he stated that more information, on the history of the property, is needed.
