JANUARY 31, 2022

CALL TO ORDER:

   Attorney St. Angelo called the meeting to order at 7:11 p.m.  She stated that the meeting is being held in accordance with the “Open Public Meetings Act”, with adequate notice to the appropriate newspapers and posting on the Township bulletin board and Township Website.

   Walter Stringer, Esq. was present on behalf of the Applicant and he provided a summary of the proposal.  

   Alfred Stewart was sworn in and he provided his qualifications and he shared the screen and displayed and described the proposed subdivision. Ms. Skoog had several questions regarding the proposal, which were addressed by the Applicants.  
   The hearing was opened to the public.  With there being no public comments, the hearing was closed to the public. 

  Ms. Skoog had several more questions.  Mr. Sterbenz reviewed his recommended conditions.  Mr. Stringer stated that they agree and Ms. St. Angelo also provided some additional conditions.  Ms. St. Angelo stated that the non-conformities are not being aggravated by the granting of the minor subdivision.         
   Ms. Skoog made the motion to grant the minor subdivision, conditioned upon the conditions discussed and agreed upon this evening.  Motion seconded by Ms. Schneiber.  In a roll call vote, all were in favor.

   #791 Jaindl Land Company, Block 7, Lots 3, 4, 5, 11 & 14 (Phase 2 Subdivision) 

   Mr. Grossman continues to be recused from the application.  Anthony Sposaro, Esq. was present on behalf of the Applicant.  He stated that they will be presenting Joseph Vuich's testimony this evening.  He stated that there will be changes to the Storm water Plans and they anticipate submitting revised plans prior to the March meeting.  Mr.  Matthews questioned the township road realignment document, which was not a part of any of the prior original applications.  He asked if it will be its own separate application, or if one of the original applications will be amended, which may trigger a completeness determination.  Mr. Sposaro stated that the realignment was a part of the original applications; however, they needed feedback from the County on the design of the intersection.  He stated that the plan is a supplement to the Phase 2 Site Plan.  Ms. St. Angelo confirmed that the 12/3/21 submission is the submission that is being considered.  Mr. Sposaro addressed their presentation and he asked that they be allowed to present the testimony on all three applications, before opening them up to public questions.  It was discussed and it was suggested that the hearing be opened to the public after each presentation.

   Joseph Vuich was sworn in and he presented his Engineering qualifications.  There were no Board questions.  The following was displayed, submitted, and marked as an Exhibit:

   A-17  Red lined map of the Overall Map Submission, dated 12/3/21 
   Mr. Vuich  described the reconfiguration of the 5 existing lots into 4 lots.  Mr. Holt stated that the 6 comments, of his December 14th report, could be conditions of an approval.  Ms. Schneiber had several questions on the proposal.  
   The hearing was then opened to the public for the subdivision application.  

   A member of the public (Travis) had questions on the truck traffic.  Mr. Matthews stated that the questions should be directed towards the subdivision.  He continued to question property appraisals and taxes.       

   Tom Bodolsky had questions regarding the conveyance of property to the Township.  The realignment/improvements/roadway right of way/road widening was discussed.  Mr. Bodolsky questioned the storm water facilities in the right of way and the flood plain.  The following was submitted, displayed, and marked as an Exhibit:

   A-18  Colored Sheet 10 of the Phase 2 Plan 
   Mr. Vuich described Exhibit A-18 which Mr. Bodolsky questioned.  Mr. Bodolsky also questioned any design waivers.          
   Theresa Chapman questioned Exhibit A-17, which Mr. Vuich addressed.  She continued to question the road improvements.   
   Nancy Mason questioned the impact of the road improvements, rights of way, and the tax assessment of easements.     
   Michael Sinkevich Esq., Delaware River keeper Network, questioned the flood hazard area permit application and if the most current FEMA maps are being utilized, which Mr. Vuich addressed.      
   Tom Bodolsky had additional questions regarding the right of way, ownership of property, easements, and conveyance in fee.  
  A member of the public (Travis) made statements.  Ms. St. Angelo state that the hearing is opened up for questions and not comments/statements.   
   Julia Somers questioned Mr. Sposaro's comments, but had no further questions.  

   Mr. Matthews questioned the subdivision and access to lots, which Mr. Vuich addressed.  

   With there being no further public comment, the hearing was closed to the public.  

   Ms. Schneiber questioned whether the Storm water Management report is accessible.  Mr. Vuich stated that there are hard copies at the Township and they are also available digitally.   Mr. Matthews questioned the infiltration test reports. Mr. Vuich stated that they are available.  Ms. Skoog asked if the Applicant is willing to adjust the right of way to satisfy the Township and the County.  Mr. Vuich stated that they would.  Mr. Matthews asked how the Applicant wished to proceed.  Mr. Sposaro stated that they anticipate the Board will vote on all of the applications at the conclusion of the hearings.  

   Mr. Matthews announced that the applications will be carried to the February 8th Board meeting.  Mr. Sposaro stated they plan on continuing with Mr. Vuich's testimony.  The Board then discussed the February agenda.  Mr. Pritchard asked if hyperlinks could be included in the documents.  Mr. Vuich stated that they provide the documents to the Township for the Township to then download onto their website. .
